Beneficiaries

Since its formation 14 years ago, the Kyle Petty Charity Ride Across America has donated more
than $10.5 million to various children’s hospitals and charities across the country. Proceeds from
the Charity Ride benefit the Victory Junction Gang Camp, as well as other selected children’s
charities.

Kyle and Pattie Petty founded the Victory Junction Gang Camp in honor of their son Adam, a
fourth generation NASCAR driver who was Killed in May 2000 during practice for a NASCAR
Busch Grand National Series race in New Hampshire.

The mission of the Victory Junction Gang Camp is to enrich the lives of children with chronic
medical conditions or serious illnesses by providing life-changing camping experiences that are
exciting, fun and empowering, in a safe and medically sound environment. The one-of-a-kind $34
million facility features an auto racing architectural theme and includes more than 53 buildings on
84 acres.

Among the buildings are a fully staffed medical center (Goody’s Body Shop), equestrian center
(Jessie’s Horse Power Garage), theater (Silver Theater), arts and crafts center (Arts & Crafts),
dining hall (Hendrick Fuel Stop), Charity Ride Aquatic Village, fishing pavilion (Bass Pro Shops
Catch, Kiss, and Release Marina), simulated race shop (Adam’s Race Shop), bowling alley
(Jimmie Johnson’s Victory Lanes), indoor sports arena (Kurt Busch Superdome), a Sports Center
(Michael Waltrip Operation Marathon Sports Center) and 16 camper cabins. The Camp is
located in the Piedmont Triad area of North Carolina on property donated by racing legend
Richard Petty and his wife Lynda.

Victory Junction Gang Camp provides children ages seven to 15 the opportunity to spend a week
at summer camp with other children experiencing the same or similar challenges. Campers
representing over 24 different disease groups develop instant bonds over shared experiences like
surgery, chemotherapy and blood transfusions. Friendships are forged as they participate in
activities such as horseback riding, swimming, boating and more. More than 6,000 eligible
children have attended the camp free of charge to their families thanks to the ongoing financial
support of the Ride, corporations, foundations and individuals. Victory Junction Gang Camp is a
member of the Association of Hole in the Wall Camps.

Summer programming at the camp consists of 10 week-long sessions of 125 participants each.
The remainder of the year, camp is used for family retreat weekends, specialized programs for
smaller disease groups and camper reunions. Pediatric specialty physicians, nurses and a fully-
equipped medical center are available 24 hours a day to handle medical needs ranging from
bandaging minor cuts to providing kidney dialysis.
